Note 4: Contingent assets 

The value of tax losses carry forward amount to DKK 6,594 as of 31 December 2022. The tax as-

set is not recognised in the balance sheet, as it is unknown when the company will be able to use 
the tax asset for tax purposes. 

 

 
Note 5: Contingent liabilities 

The company is included in national joint taxation with Danish companies in the A.P. Møller 
Holding group. The company is jointly and severally liable for the payment of taxes and  

withholding tax.

Note 7: Significant accounting policies
