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Management's review

Main activities
The Company's activity consists in import and wholesale trade in sportswear and sports equipment. The
Company markets and sells sports products for both winter and summer activities.

Financial review

The Income statement for the year ended 31 December 2022 shows a profit of DKK 5.539.932, against DKK
4.323.939 last year and the balance sheet at 31 December 2022 shows an equity of DKK 55.401.586 against
DKK 49.861.654 last year.

Overall as many companies around the world, Amer Sports was affected by the global COVID-19 pandemic,
but in 2022 sporting goods industry showed a strong recovery trend and consumers demand for Amer Sports
products continued to increase significantly. Our growth is due to consumers' desire for a healthy lifestyle and
outdoor sports experiences.

Most of Amer Sports’ businesses overperformed their pre-covid levels regardless of some supply chain
issues due to capacity constraints of ocean freight and lockdowns in vendor factories in Vietnam. Strongest
performance on Winter sports equipment (Atomic & Salomon) with also a significant growth on Salomon
Footwear.

On the negative side during 2022, the business has been affected by the political situation taking place in
Europe and high rate inflation partially compensated by healthy price increases.

Events after the balance sheet date
No events materially affecting the Company's financial position have occurred subsequent to the financial
year-end.

Outlook
The Company expects growth in revenue for the coming years.

Financial risks
In consequence of its solvency and financial readiness, the Company's exposure to changes in interest level
is limited.

Currency risks

The Company is only limited curency risk. The Company primarely invoices in DKK, while a significant part of
the purchase of goods and services is made in EUR. Currently, the Company has no hedging of currency
risks relating to the purchase of goods and services.

Credit risks
The Company has no significant risks associated with specific customers or collaborators.

Intellectual capital
It is essential for the continuous growth of the Company to be able to attrac and retain well educated staff.
This is pursued through the ongoing training of staff, both in-house and out-of house.

Environmental issues

The Company in environmental conscious and is continuously attempting to ensure the smallest possible
impact on the environment by the Company's operations and products. The Company is not liable to and
does not prepare green accounts.

The annual report of Amer Sports Danmark ApS has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the
Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class medium-C companies.

Pusuant to section 86(4) of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the Company has not prepared a cash flow
statement.

Reporting currency
The financial statements are presented in Danish kroner (DKK).

Recognition and measurement

Revenues are recognised in the income statement as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments of financial
assets and liabilities measured at fair value or amortised cost are recognised. Moreover, all expenses
incurred to achieve the earnings for the year are recognised in the income statement, including depreciation,
amortisation, impairment losses and provisions as well as reversals due to changed accounting estimates of
amounts that have previously been recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits attributable to
the asset will flow to the Company, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits
will flow out of the Company, and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are measured as
described for each item below.

Danish kroner is used as the measurement currency. All other currencies are regarded as foreign currencies.

Translation policies

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the dates of transaction. Gains and
losses arising due to differences between the transaction date rates and the rates at the dates of payment
are recognised in financial income and expenses in the income statement.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign currencies that have not been settled at the
balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. Any differences between
the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the transaction date rates are recognised in financial
income and expenses in the income statement.

Income statement

Gross profit

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, gross profit is calculated as a summary
of revenue, other operating income, expenses for resale and other external expenses.

Revenue
The Company applies IFRS 15 as its basis of interpretation for the recognition of revenue.

Revenue is recognised when the control of the identifiable individual performance obligations has been
performed in respect of the customer whereby the customer gains control of the asset or the service. Sales
remunerations are allocated proportionally to the individual performance obligations in the agreement.

Revenue is measured at fair value of agreed remunerations, less VAT and expenses. All forms of discount
are recognised in revenue.

Expenses for goods for resale
Cost of goods for resale consits of purchase of raw materials and consumables consumed to achieve
revenue for the year.

Other operating income
Other operating income comprise items secondary to the principal activities of the Company.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses comprise costs and expenses for premises, sales and distribution as well as office
expenses, etc.

Staff expenses

Staff expenses comprise wages and salaries, including holiday pay and pensions and other costs for social
security etc. for the Company’s employees. Repayments from public authorities are deducted from staff
expenses. Staff costs are less government reimbursements.

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses
Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses comprise amortisation, depreciation and impairment of
intangible assets and property, plant and equipment.

Financial income and expenses
Financial income and expenses comprise interest, realised and unrealised exchange adjustments as well as
extra payments and repayment under the on account taxation scheme.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and deferred tax for the year. The tax attributable to the
profit for the year is recognised in the income statement, whereas the tax attributable to equity transactions is
recognised directly in equity.

Intangible assets

Software is measured at the lower of cost less accumulated amortisation and recoverable amount. Software
is amortised over 5 years.

Gains and losses on the disposal of intangible assets are determined as the difference between the selling
price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains and losses are recognised in
the income statement as other operating income or other operating costs, respectively.

Property, plant and equipment
Property, plant and equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and less any
accumulated impairment losses.

Cost comprises the cost of acquisition and expenses directly related to the acquisition up until the time when
the asset is ready for use.

Depreciation based on cost reduced by any residual value is calculated on a straight-line basis over the
expected useful lives of the assets, which are:

Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment  3-5 years
Leasehold improvements 5 years

Depreciation period and residual value are reassessed annually.

Gains and losses on the disposal of property, plant and equipment are determined as the difference between
the selling price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains and losses are
recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating costs, respectively.

Leases
The Company applies IFRS 16 as its basis of interpretation for the recognition of classification
and recognition of leases.

Leases pertaining to property, plant, and equipment for which the enterprise has the right-of-use are
recognised in the statement of financial position as right-of-use assets. The assets are, at initial
recognition, measured at imputed cost, consisting of:

- The imputed lease liability

- Any lease payments paid prior to — or on — the starting date, less any lease incentives received

- Any direct start-up costs

- Any restoring costs

Hereafter, recognised leased assets are treated like the Company's remaining property, plant, and
equipment.

Lease liabilities are recognised in the statement of financial position as liabilities other than provision

and are measured, at initial recognition, at the present value of lease payments payable over the lease
term. This includes a purchase option in the event that the enterprise expects to purchase the right-ofuse
asset. When determining the present value, the internal rate of return or, alternatively, the

enterprise’s borrowing rate is applied as discount rate.

Hereafter, the lease liability is treated like the remaining financial liabilities, i.e. at amortised cost. The interest
element of the lease payments is recognised in the income statement over the contractual term.

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amount of intangible assets and property, plant and equipment as well as equity investments in
group entities and participating interests (including associates) is subject to an annual test for indications of
impairment other than the decrease in value reflected by depreciation or amortisation.

Impairment tests are conducted of individual assets or groups of assets when there is an indication that they
may be impaired. Write-down is made to the recoverable amount if this is lower than the carrying amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's net selling price and its value in use. The value in use is
determined as the present value of the forecast net cash flows from the use of the asset or the group of
assets, including forecast net cash flows from the disposal of the asset or the group of assets after the end
of the useful life.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost which usually corresponds to nominal value. The value is
written down to meet expected losses.

Prepayments
Prepayments comprise prepaid expenses concerning rent, insurance premiums, marketing and interest.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities

Deferred income tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method in respect of temporary differences
arising between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting
purposes on the basis of the intended use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carry-forwards, are measured at the value at
which the asset is expected to be realised, either by elimination in tax on future earnings or by setoff
against deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax entity.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax rules and tax rates that will be effective under the
legislation at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Any
changes in deferred tax due to changes to tax rates are recognised in the income statement.

Current tax receivables and liabilities

Current tax liabilities and receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the expected taxable income for
the year adjusted for tax on taxable incomes for prior years and tax paid on account. Extra payments and
repayment under the onaccount taxation scheme are recognised in the income statement in financial income
and expenses.

Financial debts
Debts are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominal value.

Deferred income
Deferred income comprises payments received in respect of income in subsequent years.
